DEPARTMENT OF BUSINESS OFFICIALS MEETING

CASE OFFICE, ENGLEWOOD PUBLIC SCHOOLS

November 14, 2008
The meeting was called to order at 10:42am by Sandy Freidenberger, President of DBO.
Roll call was taken via signature.

The agenda for the November 14th meeting was reviewed.  Bruce Caughey’s report was asked to be moved ahead of the President’s Report.  A motion was made by Martha Baldwin and seconded by Shelley Becker to approve the agenda as amended.  The motion passed and the agenda was approved.
Consent items were reviewed.  Membership is down 20 members from a year ago.  Discussion about collaborating with CASBO was brought to the table.  Bruce will work with Sandy on setting up a meeting with Ron (Douglas County), Stephanie Watson (Windsor), Kristin (Sheridan), Sandy Freidenberger, Shelley Becker, Bruce Caughey, and John Hefty to see if there is a way to have CASBO and CASE (DBO) work together so that people might not have to choose between the two organizations.  Of further note, CASE is considering adding a CTE group, especially with the push for P-20 by the governor.  Financial reports and minutes were reviewed without additional discussion.  A motion was made by Don Trujillo and seconded by Shelley Becker to approve consent items as presented.  The motion passed and the consent items were approved.  
Bruce Caughey gave an update on current legislative issues.  He reviewed the November election results in regards to house and senate seats filled, ballot initiatives passed, local bond and mill levy results, and changes in committees.  Bruce updated the group on the state appeal on the mill levy freeze (to occur on 11/17/2008) and the adequacy lawsuit (all districts may have to help fund at approximately twenty-five cents per student).

A motion was made by Velva Addington and seconded by Shelley Becker to offer a $25 gift card (TBD) to one of the people that fill out an evaluation form at the Nuts & Bolts Conference. Martha will send this tentative schedule to Jana.

Sandy Freidenberger discussed the items on the President’s Report.  Discussion was held around DBO’s role within CASE.  The following were agreed upon as future goals of DBO:  1) produce newsletter to aid in membership outreach, 2) become part of a committee that focuses specifically on school finance (i.e., CAP4K, School Finance Study), 3) request reports from legislative council, 4) survey members, and 5) start up a DBO blog.  Also discussed was DBO representation with legislation.  Martha Baldwin is interested, but needs to know about the time commitment.  Sandy Freidenberger will find out the frequency of meetings.  Finally, Sandy Freidenberger announced that she will be taking a more active role in the School Land Trust activity.

The evaluations from the 2008 CASE Summer Convention were discussed.
The board was asked to give feedback on the exhibitors at the 2008 CASE Summer Convention.  This feedback was completed and turned in during the meeting.
Economic impacts on school districts were discussed.  It was noted that if the state has to fill in on lower assessment values, this might cause a financial impact on state, which could affect grant funding or other funding to districts.  In regards to projected CPI, 3.5% is what is currently being shared among school business officials.
No one on the board reported any duplicate efforts in data and reporting with CDE.
Discussion was held in regards to DBO members that would be considered as potential candidates for CASE – President-elect.  Sandy Freidenberger will follow-up with Bruce Caughey to determine the board’s next step.
Gerritt Mahsman has asked to step down as the DBO Emeritus member.  The board would like to offer the role to Joe Subialka if he would be willing to accept the offer.
The meeting was adjourned at 2:40pm.
