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ARAMARK ServiceMaster, ING Foundation and the American Association of School Administrators (AASA) sponsor the awards program in conjunction with CASE. Stevenson was selected by a group of her peers from the Colorado Association of Superintendents and Senior Administrators (CASSA), a department of CASE, and an affiliate of AASA. Criteria for selection include exemplary performance in (1) leadership for learning, (2) communication skills, (3) professionalism, and (4) community involvement.

CASSA President Bret Robinson chaired the selection process and said Stevenson has been an active leader in CASE and CASSA. “Dr. Stevenson is an outstanding choice for Colorado Superintendent of the Year. She has impacted public education in her own community in a very positive way, and she is also an influential school leader at the state level through a number of organizations including serving as recent chair of the Denver Area School Superintendents Council,” said Robinson.

As Colorado’s Superintendent of the Year, Stevenson is eligible to become the National Superintendent of the Year. The national winner will be announced at AASA’s annual conference in February 2010.
